1. Resolutions at the meeting will be taken by poll pursuant to the Company’s Articles of Association and the Rules Governing
the Listing of Securities on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the “Listing Rules”) (except where the chairman
of the Annual General Meeting, in good faith, decides to allow a resolution which relates purely to a procedural or
administrative matter to be voted on by a show of hands) and the results of the poll will be published on the websites of
Stock Exchange and the Company in accordance with the Listing Rules.

2. Any shareholder of the Company entitled to attend and vote at the above meeting is entitled to appoint another person as his
proxy to attend and vote instead of him. A shareholder who is the holder of two or more shares may appoint more than one
proxy to represent him and vote on his behalf at the above meeting. A proxy need not be a shareholder of the Company. If
more than one proxy is so appointed, the appointment shall specify the number and class of shares in respect of which each
such proxy is so appointed.
